A cluster of ten family homes forms the Coihues residential
community. The initial impression conveyed by this ensemble
is one of simultaneous enclosure and rawness on the exterior,
yet openness and vibrancy on the interior. The houses are
typologically designed as semi-atrium structures in three distinct
variations and are carefully positioned—seemingly irregularly,
yet strategically arranged to ensure maximum sunlight exposure
for each unit. This approach also prevents the monotony of the
overall complex. The simple, geometric, cubic forms are shaped
in a manner reminiscent of modernist aesthetics, achieving a
timeless contemporary appearance. The architectural language
of the residential complex is defined by a reinforced concrete
structure, which functions both as an enclosing element and as a
sculptural fagade feature. The dominance of concrete is softened
by the use of raw wood cladding, enhancing the harmony
between the built environment and the natural surroundings.
Functionally, the houses are organized across two levels. The
ground floor accommodates the living area, which opens toward
an internal courtyard—a space that remains highly private while
simultaneously engaging with the shared communal area of the
complex. The upper floor houses the private quarters, including
the master suite and additional bedrooms. The interior design
follows the raw aesthetic of the fagade, with exposed concrete
prevailing in the materiality of the walls, ceilings, and floors. This
minimalist approach is complemented by large openings that
seamlessly integrate the indoor and outdoor spaces.
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
